The conference will be held on: 14-15 October 2020
Philology – the multifunctional language learning, literature and culture.

Philology-interpretation of the text and extraction from it historically correct meanings.

Philology is an interdisciplinary science. 
Technology is evolving faster than reflexes about them are emerging.
One of the aims of the conference is to discuss the most pressing theoretical and practical problems of the humanities regardless of the computers, and learn to formulate questions, which can be set precisely with the help of digital tools and the Internet. Special attention will be given to reports, proposing science-based ideas for decision-making and adaptation to the new reality of global and social changes.
The purpose is: 

· to study the main trends in the development of Digital Humanities; 
· to analyze foreign and Russian experience of the beginning of the XXI century in digital Philology;
· to consider new approaches to the study of literature using digital technology, computer methods and models for processing of Humanities data;
· to contribute to the development of interest among young scientists in interdisciplinary research and project work in Digital Humanities.
 

Therefore we propose to concentrate on the following areas: 
· digital projects in the Humanities (digital texts edition; electronic catalogues; electronic libraries; specificity and experience of creating online literary journals, diaries, sites devoted to philological subjects; reception of literature in social media, longreads, 3D tours and museums etc.)
· eternal themes, subjects, archetypes, concepts in the world literature;

· intermediality (literature and other forms of art and creative activities);

· network literature (original and fanfiction), including video poetry, and methods of its research;
· virtual genre studies, the problem of classification of web genres (website; blog; social network; longread; electronic library; e - mail; forum; chat; Bulletin boards; advertising banners; virtual conference; post, or author's note; comment, etc.);

· digital tools in philological research (using graph theory, methods of social network analysis, network analysis, big data technologies, methods of stylometry etc.);
· short reading vs long reading (modern reading technologies, problems of using digital tools for interpretation of works);
· traditions of Russian Philology as a basis for the development of digital Philology (formal approaches to the texts study);
· problems of theory of translation;
· computer linguistics.

Event format is: face-to-face and virtual (poster presentation).

Languages of the Conference: Russian and English.
The deadline for application is April 15, 2020, article submission (up to 12 thousand printed symbols), according to the following requirements, is June 15, 2020. 4. Scientific adviser (surname, name, patronymic (fully) - position, academic degree, academic title, place of work). 
5. Forms of participation in the conference (face-to-face and virtual). 

6. Face-to-face participation – it is necessary to inform the organizes if you need hotel accommodations or  technical means for the report.
7. Home address including postal code, phone number (with area code),e-mail. 
CALL FOR PAPERS
All submitted articles should include the following: 
(in a separate file, file name – Yoursurname_article,  for example, Ivanov _ article):

1. Languages – Russian and English.  
2. The volume of text is up to12 thousand printed symbols. 
3. General requirements. Paper size is A5. Articles are typed in text editor Microsoft Word for Windows. Font – Times New Roman, font size – 10. Indent – 1 sm, line spacing – 1. : Alignment justified. Margins - 2 sm. Quotes in the text are made this way «…». No page numbers, no hyphenation, no footnotes. Underline and italics are used as a means of text highlighting. Between the author's initials and the initials and last name put a space.
4. The design of the header. The first line (right alignment) contains the author's name, patronymic and surname (bold italic). The second (right alignment) - the status of the author (student, undergraduate, postgraduate), course, full name of the University or College. On the third line-the city (italics). The fourth line contains the name, patronymic and surname of the scientific adviser (except for PhDs, young lecturers who do not indicate the scientific adviser). On the fifth line-information about the scientific adviser (degree, position, place of work). Via the line and center alignment - the TITLE of the ARTICLE (capital letters, bold).

5. At the end of the article without paragraph indentation a list of references is placed with automatic numbering in alphabetical order with the obligatory indication of the publisher, the number or range of pages. Font – Times New Roman, point size –10. References are given in square brackets on the model [1, 13] or [1, IV, 13], where IV is the volume number of a multi – volume edition.
6. Citing without detailed references (with indication without indication? of the source and page numbers in square brackets) is not allowed!
7. Abstract (50-100 words) of the article (including its title and author's name) and keywords (up to 5-7) in Russian (at the beginning of the article) and English (at the end of the article after the list of references indented via the line)!
8. For articles in the journal the acceptable percentage of uniqueness is set at 65-70 %. In case of a smaller index, the author is notified about the need to elaborate the article to an acceptable level of originality or withdraw the paper.
9. The organizing committee reserves the right to reject texts that are not designed properly or are not appropriate for the journal. The authors are responsible for the contents of the materials.
